THE TEXAS BLUEBONNET

Bluebonnets have been loved
since the settlers first came to
Texas. These flowers are found
growing naturally only in Texas.
Unofficially, there are six state
flowers (all varieties of the
bluebonnet). The most recognized
is the Lupinus texensis, with
pointed leaves and stalks tipped in
white. Historian Jack Macguire wrote,
“It's not only the state flower but also a
kind of floral trademark almost as well P
known to outsiders as cowboy boots
and the Stetson hat.” It was so named
because of its color and resemblance to
a woman’s sunbonnet.
